This course will provide students with an advanced introduction to the history and historiography 
of Europe from 1890 to 1989. The seminar will be organized around such issues as 1) citizenship 
and nation, 2) civil society and democracy, 3) war, revolutions and political violence, 4) fascism 
and genocide, and 5) decolonization and the global Cold War.  The course presumes an 
undergraduate major in the study of history and at least a survey knowledge of modern European 
history. Prerequisite: Enrollment in MA/PhD program or permission of instructor.
